Plan an entire weekend around 

your reunion festivities, since many attendees will be traveling from out of town for the event and may still have 

family and friends to visit in their travel plans. Plan one main reunion event on a Saturday night, as well as 

planning a Friday night welcome mixer and a post-reunion Sunday brunch or picnic. Contact the St. Cloud 

Visitors & Convention Bureau for availabilities of convention center, ballrooms and restaurants in town. Call 

well in advance to reserve the venue for your preferred reunion date. Send out initial reunion "save the date" 

invitations before the official reunion invitation. Set your RSVP and payment deadlines well in advance. 

For the event itself, make name tags for all attendees and include a senior photo.  Prepare a memory display 

table for the classmates that have passed away.  Ask local businesses to provide door prizes and awards for the 

event.

When we can, we like to share some history of Tech High School.  In this edition we take a look at 
what was happening 30, 40 and 50 years ago. 
 
50 Years Ago 

 Tech, the Central Six Conference Champion, placed 5 players on the all-conference team:  
Bill Savage (QB), Lloyd Pallansch (HB), Ron Ziebol (Tackle), Roger Plombon and Ron 
Siegmund (Center). 

 Coach Warren Kasch expressed satisfaction with the Tigers opening basketball victory ï 
a 49-24 win over Holdingford. 

 James K. Michie was named to succeed H.B. Gough as Superintendent of St. Cloud 
Public Schools. 

 The Tech wrestling team posted itôs first-ever win over a Twin Cities suburban team when 
the Tigers pinned Mound 32-13.  Jim Kiffmeyer was the coach and Glen Weihrauch, who 
went on to be a State Champion that year, posted a key pin at 154 pounds. 

 The school board set the pay for substitute teachers for the 58-59 school year at $13.00 
per day. 

 
40 years Ago 

 The Tech football team finished ranked #3 in Minnesota after a season-ending loss to 
South St. Paul spoiled the Tiger bid for a mythical state championship. 

 The School district announced it had purchased government surplus land near the 
Veterans Hospital for $1,200 to eventually build a new high school. 

 The ñPrep Cage Game of the Yearò saw Edina (rated #1) defeat Tech (rated #2) by a 
score of 65-58 in January of 1968.  Kevin Hamm led the Tigers. 

 
30 Years Ago 

 Tech students planned a boycott of school on the first day after Christmas vacation to 
ñShow the school board how we feelò about stalled teacher contract negotiations. 

 Marty Heine, who was later named all-state in basketball, scored 19 points, but the 
Bemidji Lumberjacks ended Techôs outstanding basketball season in the Region 8AA 
Finals. 

 Jim Kiffmeyer, who coached Tech wrestling since 1954, announced that the 77-78 season 
would be his last as a head wrestling coach 

 Bill Predovich announced his resignation as football coach after four years at Tech.
